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Health Impact Assessments — Key Points continued

HIA has many benefits. It:

* Provides a comprehensive analysis of issues and helps identify trade-offs in decision-making
e Supports community engagement and legitimizes “unheard” voices

® Helps to provide input up-front in decision-making and build support for better outcomes

e Considers historical, cumulative and disparate impacts

e Includes a focus on communities experiencing the most significant policy externalities

e Speeds project approvals
