DEFINING MOMENTS

COVID-19 Relief

In a year like no other, we witnessed the 

strength of New Mexico as individuals and 

organizations stepped up to stabilize lives 

upended by the COVID-19 pandemic.  For us, it 

was a time for immediate action without losing 

sight of our mission toward health equity.

With $1 million from the Robert Wood Johnson 

Foundation, we provided 38 grants totaling over 

$780,000 for emergency relief and longer-term 

recovery relief. The funding included 

crisis intervention and case 

management services as well as food, housing 

and health care supplies. True to Con Alma’s 

mission, we focused on a plan for the equitable 

recovery from COVID-19 by also funding long-

term policy and systemic change strategies to 

advance health equity. 

We received an additional $500,000 grant 

from the W.K. Kellogg Foundation to support 

nonprofits that provide financial assistance and 

support for immigrants who didn’t qualify for 

other government assistance. With the generous
